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1. Types of Paper

Articles to be published in GDF Journal of Forestry Research can be classified as “Research Paper”,
“Review Article”, “Letter to the Editor” or “Technical Note”, and should not be more than 8000 words.
Title of the article, abstract, keywords, main text, words in figures and tables are included in this number.
However references and contact information of the author(s) are not included.

Research results or interim results should be based on significant findings after thorough evaluation of the
subject.

Review articles should be a synthesis, comment or situation assessment of published scientific papers or
recent studies by the experienced researchers.

Letter to the Editor should be brief (only a couple of paragraphs).

3. Title of the Article

After leaving 1 line from top, paper title should be written using bold type and Times New Roman Tur
font size 14 with lower case letters and left aligned. The title of the article should not exceed 15 words.

Authors’ names should not be included in the article.

After the article is accepted to be published, authors’ names and full addresses are stated as follows:

After the referee process, authors’ names should be written with the titles 1 space below the title, bold
and left-aligned with font size 9 with adding superscript numbers (i.e. 1, 2, %) at the end of last name of
each author.

Leaving one space author affiliations should be written with font size 9.

Corresponding author should be marked with an asterisk (*) in affiliation line (after the superscript) and
leaving one line, e-mail address of corresponding author should be given.

4. Abstract

The authors must submit a title and abstract which must state the article’s main thesis and summarize
its primary contribution to scholarship. The title and abstract will be in Turkish and English.
Paragraphs should not be indented in the abstracts. English title should be bold, 14 in font size and in
one column as well. Abstracts should be written using Times New Roman font size 9 and justified;
and they should not be more than 250 words (for each).

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5. Keywords

Leaving one line after Abstracts, “Keywords” / “Anahtar Kelimeler” should be written using Times
New Roman font size 9. Keywords should contain maximum of 5 words/phrases. Comma should be
used between each keyword and only the first initial of the first words should be capital.

6. Chapters

Articles should contain the following titles: “1. Introduction”, “2. Materials and Method”, “3.
Findings”, “4. Discussion and Conclusion” and “References”. Subtitles, if any, should be numbered as
21,22,221.

Title and subtitles should be prepared single spaced using bold type with font size 10. Initial letters in
each word in the title is capital whereas initial letter of the first word in subtitles is capital. After each
section one line (font size 10) should be left and text should be started leaving one line after section titles.

The whole text should be in two columns, justified, and the space between these two columns should
be 0,5 cm. Including the abstract in both languages, all the titles and subtitles should be left aligned
and without indent.



7. Text

Regular text should not be more than 15 pages including references and keywords. Page numbers
should be placed beginning from the first page.

Scientific names of subject organisms should be provided where they first appear in the text if their
common names are to be employed in the text. Titles of journals in “References” section should be
written in italic.

8. Table, Figure and Image

Tables, figures and images should be embedded in proper places in the text. All of the tables, figures
and images should be numbered in the article (as Figure 1, Figure 2 etc.). Color tables and figures
can be used in the article.

Page should be vertical. Therefore, in order to place a table, table design should be changed, if
necessary.

Table size:

Width 14 cm
Height 20 cm
Font size (title & content) 9
Font size (Annotation) 8

No vertical line

If a table exceeds the margins mentioned above, it should be divided into two tables as a and b.

All the figure and image folders should be uploaded to the journal system, as well. Graphics should not
be uploaded to web system or added to the paper as jpg or any other image format, but the graphic
program used should be uploaded.

Restraints on table margins should be used for images and figures, as well. These visuals should be placed
centered in the text. Photos or pictures should have a minimum resolution of 300 dpi.

Each of them should be referred to in the text and if possible, they should be placed just after the paragraph
they are referred. Font sizes of the titles and contents of the tables and graphics should be 9; titles should
be numbered and centered; and caption in figure should be placed below whereas caption in table should
be placed above. The first letters in the titles of these visuals should be capital. Sample table and graphics
are given below:

9. References

References should be in alphabetical order. All the publications stated in this section should have the
following information: authors’ name, title of the journal/book, title of the section/article, year of
publication, volume number/book chapters, and page numbers. Abbreviated titles of books and journals
should not be used. DOI number, if any, should be included.

9.1 Reference links

Please make sure that in-text citations are added to references as well so as to allow creating links to
indexing services such as Scopus, CrossRef, PubMed etc.

Remember that giving wrong last name, journal and book title, article title, release year and page number
may prevent linking to indexing services. References should be written with their DOI numbers, if any.
Unpublished researches/results and articles, and information obtained through personal communications
should not be used as references. Articles on publishing process should be given with DOI numbers, if
any.

9.2 Web references

When referencing from a website, URL and date accessed must be written. If there is information,
website, DOI, author name, year, main publication/source should also be stated.

9.3 In-text citations

One-author-study (Bozkurt, 1992)

Different papers in chronological order  (Tavsanoglu, 1973; Ozcelik, 1984; Heede, 1991)
Joint study (Taylor and White, 1977)

More than two author-studies (Aykut et al., 1997)

Same author, same year, different studies (Bozkurt, 1992a; Bozkurt 1992b)

When an author has both individual and group work, individual study is written first. In referencing
conference, symposium or journal papers, only the initial letter of the first word is capital.

In Journal of Forestry Research, Harvard system is used for in-text citations and references.
