The papers should have the margins of 1" (one inch) for all around. The headings of the sections should be written unindented, centered, bold by using title case heading. The preferred font is 12-pt Times New Roman. Headings should be written with multiple 1.15 line spacing, with 12 pt before the paragraph and 0 pt after the paragraph. The first paragraph under the heading should be 1.25 cm indented, Times New Roman, 12 points, justified, multiple 1.15 lines spaced and 3 pt spacing before and after the paragraph. In articles, the problem statement should be clearly stated in the introduction, and a problem statement should be given for the purpose of the research at the end of the section. Introduction section should be followed by Method, Findings, Conclusion and Discussion sections, respectively.

The second and following paragraphs should be 1.25 cm indented, Times New Roman, 12 points, justified, multiple 1.15 lines spaced and 3 pt spacing before and after the paragraph. When quoting from an article, the quote should be in the form of a single-author source (AuthorA, year) and if the quote is from a source with two authors (AuthorA & AuthorB, year), if reference is made to different sources, the surname should be written in order of the first letters of authors’ surnames (AuthorA & AuthorB, year; AuthorC & AuthorD, year), if the surnames are the same, you should use first initials with the last names (A. Author, year; B. Author, year) 

 
If you use a source that is cited in another source, you should use the original source and add the secondary source in paranthesis (AuthorA said that…(as cited in AuthorB, year, p.XX), or if you know the year of the original source: (AuthorA, year, as cited in AuthorB, year, p.XX). In studies including three or more authors, even in your first use, you should use only the first author’s surname followed by “et al.” in all citations (AuthorA et al., year). If there is a group of authors including similar writers for different researches, you should demonstrate the difference (AuthorA, AuthorB, AuthorC, et al., year; AuthorA, AuthorB, AuthorD, et al., year). In the reference list, you should write the last name of the authors followed by their initials. 
You have to indicate the reference in your direct quotations.  Up to 40 words, you should write the quotes in quotation marks. Immediately after the quotation mark, you should indicate the source or surname of the author, year of publication, and page number.

Quotations longer than 40 words should be in block quotations. You should indent the whole block half an inch and should not use quotation marks.  

If the quotations longer than 40 words are more than one paragraph, you should leave a 0.5 cm additional space from left for each paragraph and continue the quotation. In direct quotations, you should write source or last name of the author, date of publication, and page number (AuthorA, year, p. 21)

You should prefer 12-point Times New Roman, justified, 1.15 spacing in the whole text. The article length should be at most 30 pages; if it exceeds, your article will be returned without being evaluated. English abstract and extended English abstract are also in this limitation. 
The title of figure should be written 12-point Times New Roman, title case, flush-left, and you should use a period after the number of the figure and the number should be bold. The letters in the figure should be 10-point Times New Roman and single spaced. The figure should be written in accordance with the format below. The other paragraphs below the Level 3 headings should be written 1.25 cm indented, 12- point Times New Roman, in block form, 3 pt spaced before and after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space.
Level 4 Heading. Level 4 headings should be written 1.25 cm indented, bold, italic, title case (except proper names and the first word following a colon) ending with a period, 12- point Times New Roman, in block form, 12 pt spaced before the paragraph and 0 pt spaced after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space. The first paragraph immediately following the Level 4 headings should be written 12- point Times New Roman, in block form with a multiple 1.15 space.

The other paragraphs below the Level 1 headings should be written 1.25 cm indented, 12- point Times New Roman, in block form, 3 pt spaced before and after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space.

You should write subheadings such as Participants, Data Collection Tool(s), Procedure (in experimental studies), and Data Analysis. 
Ethical Procedures

Also, authors are expected to give details about the ethical procedures (ethical committee date and number, and procedures taken for ethical situations) in the method section. The subheading rules mentioned above are the same for this part.

Level 1 headings should be written unindented, bold, title case, 12- point Times New Roman, centered, 12 pt spaced before the paragraph and 0 pt spaced after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space. The first paragraph below the Level 1 (Results) headings should be written 1.25 cm indented, 12- point Times New Roman, in block form, 3 pt spaced before and after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space. Here, you should provide information regarding the results of the research.

The other paragraphs below the Level 1 headings should be written 1.25 cm indented, 12- point Times New Roman, in block form, 3 pt spaced before and after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space.

You should use subheadings related to sub-problems of the research. The subheading rules mentioned above are the same for this part.

You should write number of table 12- point Times New Roman, flush left. You should write the title of table italic, title case below the number and you should leave a blank line between the number and title of the table. The table should be centered and auto-fitted in the table. The words in the table should be 10- point Times New Roman and multiple 1.15 spaced. The Latin letters in the table should be italic and decimal numbers should be used with period, not with comma. The data in the same column should be flush left and the data in the same line should be centered.  Line spacing in the table should be 3 pt spaced before and after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space.

Tables should be prepared by considering the sample table below. All the lines in the table should be ½ pt thickness and dark blue, text 2 should be 40% lighter , and you should not use vertical lines in the table. Notes of the table should be given just below the table as seen in the sample. There should be 3 pt space with a multiple 1.15 line spacing above the table title and below the reference of the table.

The data providing information about the content of the table preceding it should be 1.25 cm indented, 12- point Times New Roman, in block form, 3 pt spaced before and after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space.

Level 1 headings should be written unindented, bold, title case, 12- point Times New Roman, centered, 12 pt spaced before the paragraph and 0 pt spaced after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space. The first paragraph below the Level 1 (Discussion and Conclusion) headings should be written 1.25 cm indented, 12- point Times New Roman, in block form, 3 pt spaced before and after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space. Here, you should provide the results obtained from the research, these results should be discussed with the outcomes in the literature, and possible reasons of the obtained results should be revealed.

The other paragraphs below the Level 1 headings should be written 1.25 cm indented, 12- point Times New Roman, in block form, 3 pt spaced before and after the paragraph with a multiple 1.15 space.

Implications
Also, you can provide suggestions related to the results, if there is any, under the subheading of implications. This part is not a must but you can support your theoretical perspective with some suggestions related to the practice. 
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
