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Abtract— Abstract should summarize aim of the research and important results. This section must be written in Times New Roman with 11 points and it is limited to 250 words. Paragraph alignment must be justified and used with single-line spacing. 
Keywords : 3 to 5 keywords should be written. Each keyword should be sperated by commas and ended by dot. For example, Artificial intelligence, artificial neural network, langıuage processing, test classification 
1.Introduction
The article should be typed in Times New Roman font and 11 points. Paragraph alignment must be left-justified, the left and right indent must be 0 in indentation part of paragraph, the indent of the first line of paragraph should be 0.5 cm. Spacing between lines should be 0 pt before and 6 pt. Line spacing must be single in spacing part of paragraph menu. Figure 1 show the paragraph menu that should be adjusted while writing the manuscript.

2. Heading and Subsections
Heading of main section must be written in Times New Roman font, bold letter and 12 points. Heaidng of subsections must be written in Times New Roman font, bold letters and 11 points. Figure 2 show adjustment of heading of main sections. Heading and subheading must be numbered such as 1. main Heading, 1.1. Subheading1, 1.1.1. Subheading2..... Number of subsection is should be less than five subheading such as 1.2.1.3. Subheading4

2.1. Figures:
Figures should be cited by figure numbers in order, such as Figure 1, Figure 2, ... Figures should be placed the nearest place after they are cited in the main text. Figure caption must be written in Times New Roman font and 11 points. The figure caption should written after figure and start with Figure #. To see how to cite figures and placement of figures, you can consider figures in this document. A space between figures and main texts should be placed before the figures and after the figure captions.
2.2. Tables:

Tables should be cited by table numbers in order, such as Table 1, Table 2, ... Table should be placed the nearest line after they are mentioned in the main text. Table caption must be written in Times New Roman font and 11 points. The figure caption should start with Figure #(a number). Table 1 shows an example for Tables in the manuscripts. To see how to cite figures and placement of figures, you can consider figures in this document. A space between table and main texts should be placed before the table caption and after the table body.
