SANAT YAZILARI PUBLICATION PRINCIPLES AND ARTICLE WRITING RULES
PUBLICATION PRINCIPLES AND PUBLICATION POLICY  
Sanat Yazıları is published twice a year (May and November) by Hacettepe University Faculty of Fine Arts.  The publication languages are Turkish and English.  
Sanat yazıları is a peer-reviewed publication. Articles proposed for publication in Sanat Yazıları are evaluated by two referees who are experts on the subject after a preliminary evaluation by the Editorial Board and published if the two referees give a positive report.  
Articles submitted to Sanat Yazıları must not have been published anywhere before.  
Articles that do not comply with the Editorial Principles and the following Article Writing Rules and template will not be evaluated.  If the similarity rate is above 20 percent, the article will be rejected by the Editorial Board.
[bookmark: _ebivxhpq6xwa]  JOURNAL RULES
· The editorial board, author(s), referees and readers are responsible for publication ethics.
· Author(s) submitting articles to Sanat Yazıları must comply with research and publication ethics and to fill in and sign the Sanat Yazıları Journal Ethics Declaration Form and upload it to the system.
· Articles of author(s) who do not comply with national and international ethical rules will not be evaluated.
· Before the article enters the referee evaluation process, it is scanned by the journal board in accordance with Sanat Yazıları Ethical Policies using the ithenticate plagiarism program. In cases that require correction, a plagiarism report is uploaded to the system. 
· Articles should be submitted by logging in as a member via Sanat Yazıları at https://dergipark.org.tr. Author(s) should upload their article, the images in the article and other necessary documents to the system by becoming a member from the Send article to the journal section on Dergipark. 

· The article must be uploaded to the system in two separate files:, one with identifying information and one anonymous:
1. A Word document including the author’s title, full name, institutional affiliation, contact information, and ORCID number. The file name should be " Named -Title of the Article ". This file should be uploaded to the full text section.
2. A Word document without the above information (no personal information of the author(s) should be included in any part of this file, including the source, image tag). The file name should be "Anonymous-Title of the Article". This file should be uploaded to the attachment file section. 

WRITING RULES
· For all cases other than the rules specified in this file, APA 7 spelling rules should be consulted. 
· The Turkish title should be in Cambria Bold, all uppercase, 16-point font, with 1.15 line spacing, and centered. The English title should be written by following the same rules but in 12-point font. 
· The article must start with a short abstract of no more than 150 words in both Turkish and English. Use the term "Öz" instead of "Özet. The abstract should be written in Calibri Light font, 9 pt and 1.0 line spacing. The Turkish abstract must be italicized. The purpose of the study, its scope, the method(s) used, and the result(s) achieved should be stated in the abstract. There should be 5 keywords at the end of the Turkish and English abstracts.
· After the cover page, English texts should be an extended abstract in Turkish. Turkish texts should also include an extended abstract in English. This section is limited to 500-800 words. The body text of the extended abstract section should be written in Calibri Light font, 9-point font and 1.0 line spacing, the same as the abstract. It is recommended that there should be no quotation sentences in the text.
· Article should be written in accordance with the Sanat Yazıları Article Template, click here for the template. 

1. Body Text and Headings
· The body text should be typed in Calibri Light font, justified, 10 pt. font size and 1.15 line spacing.
· The word count of the article is limited to 3500-7000 (the entire text including abstract and references).
· In-text headings should be written in Calibri Bold font, with the first letters capitalized, left justified, 12 point font size and 1.15 line spacing.
· The subject headings used in the text of the article (except References) should be numbered (1. Introduction, 2. Main Title, 3. Main Title, 4. Conclusion). 

2. Use of Images
· Maximum 15 images should be used in the article. All images should be referred to in the text.
· Images (pictures, tables, figures, etc. should all be called images) should be numbered in bold as Image 1, Image 2, Image 3. Below the image, the information about that image should be written in Calibri Light 9-point font, center aligned, and the source from which it is taken should be indicated (Example 1, Example 2, Example 3). 
· If the source of the image used in the text is an internet source, the internet address should be written with a hyperlink and URL Indicator (URL1, URL2, URL3, ...). After the hyperlinking process, the token should be converted to a black text style without underlining by removing changes such as color change and underlining. The process of giving a URL to the token can be done in Microsoft Word software by right-clicking on the word after selecting it and accessing the menu that comes up. Access date information should not be included in the colophon.
· If the resources such as images, photographs, applications, etc. used in the images belong to the author, the phrase Personal Archive should be included at the end of the image footer.
· For other visual sources (magazines, catalogs, newspapers, etc.) not included in the examples, the spelling rules specified in the bibliography should be consulted.

3. Image Bibliography
· After the bibliography, the Image Bibliography should be included, and the sources of all images used in the article should be given in accordance with the examples below. If it is a Personal Archive, it should be indicated.
· The text of the Image Bibliography should be written in Calibri Light font, 1.15 line spacing, 10 pt and aligned to the left.
· If the images are taken from electronic sources, the internet address should be clearly included in the source without using the URL abbreviation program and the date of access must be written.

 4. In-text Citation:
· Direct or indirect quotations may be used in the text. In-text citations should be given in parentheses with the author's surname, year of publication, page/page range, and punctuation marks should be used.

       Direct quotations: 
Single author: "The text directly quoted" (surname, year, p. page). 
Two authors: "Directly quoted text" (Surname and Surname, year, p. page).
Three or more authors: "Directly quoted text" (Surname et al., year, p. page).
Block Quote: If direct quotations are more than three lines or 40 words, they should be given two centimeters to the right and left of the line, in 9-point font and single-spaced. In this case, quotation marks should not be used.

 Indirect quotations:
       Single author: The text cited indirectly (Surname, year, p. page). 
       Two authors: Text cited indirectly (Surname and Surname, year, p. page). 
       Three or more authors: Text cited indirectly (Surname et al., year, p. page).

 Other direct or indirect citations:
If there is author and year information: (Surname, Year)
If the author has no information: (Name of source, Year)
If there is no publication year information: (Name of the source, t.y.) 

· If personal communication is used, it should be stated in the text as follows; (A. Surname, Personal Communication, day month year). 
· If the name of the person referred to is mentioned in the text, only the date and page should be included in parentheses at the end of the sentence; (Year, p. page)
· In indirect quotations made by changing the original expression, it is necessary to cite the source in the text in order to indicate attribution and to indicate from which source the information is taken.
· [bookmark: _2kpb8exjweh3]Footnotes should be numbered at the bottom of the page and should only be used for explanations. They should not be used to give a bibliography. If a citation is used in the footnote and a reference is made to a specific source, it should be indicated as in the references made in the text and the bibliographical information of the footnote should be included in the bibliography section in alphabetical order. Footnotes should be written in Calibri Light, 8-point font size and 1.0 line spacing.

5. Source Citation
· Each source cited in the text should be included in the bibliography, and each source cited in the bibliography should be cited in the text.
· The text of the bibliography should be written in Calibri Light font, 1.15 line spacing, 10 pt and aligned to the left.
· The bibliography should be included at the end of the article and the references in the bibliography should be given in accordance with the examples below:

Journal Article
Surname, A., Surname, A., .... and Surname, A. (Year of Publication). Title of the article (Only the first letter is capitalized[footnoteRef:1] ). Journal Name, Volume no (issue no), First page-last page number. DOI link. [1:  Source names should always capitalize only the first letter.] 


Book
Surname, A., Surname, A., .... and Surname, A. (Year of Publication). Book title (only the first letter is capitalized). (number of editions, if any). Publisher DOI link (if available)

Chapter in an Edited Book
Surname, A., Surname, A., .... and Surname, A. (Year of Publication). Title of the chapter. Editor's A. Surname, A. Surname,... and A. Surname (Ed.). In the book title (number of editions, if any), (pp. starting and ending page number range of the chapter), Publisher. DOI link (if available)

E-Book[footnoteRef:2] [2:  If the e-book comes from an academic research database and has no DOI or fixed URL, end the book reference after the publisher's name. the name of the database in the referenceDo not include . In this case, the reference is the same as for a printed book. (Source: APA 7, Accessed: 02.05.2025 https://apastyle.apa.org/style-grammar-guidelines/references/examples/book-references).]

Published: Surname, A., Surname, A., .... and Surname, A. (Year, Month First Day-Last Day). Title of the paper [Full Text]. Name of the Event, Place of the Event. Publisher Name. p. Page range. URL link
Presentation: Last Name, A., Last Name, A., .... and Last Name, A. (Year, First Day-Last Day Month). Paper title [Paper Presentation]. Name of the Event, Location of the Event. URL link
Abstracts: Last Name, A., Last Name, A., .... and Last Name, A. (Year, Month First Day-Last Day). Title of the paper [Abstract Text]. Name of the Event, Place of the Event. Publisher Name. p. Page range. URL link

Printed: Name of the institution or organization (year). Title of the dictionary entry. In the name of the dictionary (number of editions, if any, p. Page). Name of the publisher.
Online: Name of the institution or organization. (Year). Title of the dictionary entry. The name of the dictionary in Day Month Year Retrieved from URL link on

Website or Web Page 
Author: Surname, A. (Year, Day Month). Title of the page. Name of the site URL link
Unknown Author: Title of the page (Year, Day Month). Name of the site URL link
Unknown Date: Surname, A. (n.d.). Title of the page. Name of the site (if available). Retrieved from URL link on Day Month Year.
