Manuscript Title in Turkish, Write in Cambria 12 Point Size, with the First Letter of Each Word Capitalized





Abstract: The abstract should include the subject, context, significance, purpose, and methods of the research, as well as the main findings. The abstract should be between 200 and 250 words and should not exceed 250 words. The abstract should consist of a single paragraph and be written in 9-point Cambria font. An 8nk space should be left after the abstract paragraph. At least 3 and at most 5 keywords should be written below the abstract. The first keyword must be related to the relevant field of research, and the subsequent keywords should be listed from general to specific. The first letter of each keyword should be capitalized, and a period should be placed at the end.







Keywords: Keyword One, Keyword Two, Keyword Three, Keyword Four, Keyword Five.
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Öz: Authors are encouraged to provide a Turkish title, abstract (200–250 words), and keywords; however, these may be added after the article has been accepted for publication. Turkish abstract should be a direct translation of the English abstract, between 200 and 250 words long, and should not exceed 250 words. The Turkish keywords should be the same as the Turkish keywords.

Introduction
The introduction section title should not be numbered. There should be no indentation in the first paragraph after titles, tables, and block quotations. The first paragraphs should be written with 1.15 line spacing, Cambria font, 11 points.
The second and subsequent paragraphs should be justified. They should be indented by 0.5 cm, with 1.15 line spacing and Cambria font size 11. 
The introduction section of the article should provide a comprehensive overview of the topic addressed in the study. This section should provide the reader with information about the subject, scope, importance, purpose, and methodology of the research in greater detail than the abstract. If the study is based on field research, the methodology section should be presented under a separate heading.
The introduction section should also include current literature. In this context, studies published in the last three years indexed in Web of Science (WoS) and Scopus should be taken into consideration. Thus, the current academic literature in the relevant field should be revealed, and the gap that the study fills in the literature should be explained.
1. First Level Headings
Section headings: Only the first letter of each word in the first heading should be capitalized. The first heading should be left-aligned and bold. A 6nk space should be left before it.
The ISNAD 2nd Edition citation system should be used for citations and references in articles. Authors may choose to use the ISNAD 2nd Edition footnote or in-text citation system.[footnoteRef:1] Articles should not exceed 9,000 words, including footnotes, references, and abstracts. [1: 	If the ISNAD 2nd Edition footnote citation system is preferred, footnotes should be written in Cambria 8 point font. There should be no space before or after the footnote paragraph, the line spacing should be single, and the paragraph indentation should be 0.5 hanging.] 

Authors are encouraged to use a program such as Zotero, Mendeley, or Endnote for citations and references. The ISNAD 2nd Edition citation system has templates for Zotero, Mendeley, and EndNote.
“If a section quoted directly in the article is longer than three lines or forty words, it should be shown as a separate paragraph. Such block quotations are indented 1 cm from the beginning and end of the paragraph, justified on both sides, with 1.15 line spacing, Cambria font, 10 point size, and enclosed in quotation marks. The source must be indicated at the end of block quotations (after the quotation marks).”
There should be no indentation in the first paragraph following headings, tables, and block quotations.
The article should not include author and affiliation information.
1.1. Second Level Headings
Only the first letter of each word in a second level heading should be capitalized. They should be left-aligned and bold. There should be a 4 nk space before them.
1.1.1. Third Level Headings
Only the first letter of each word in a third-level heading should be capitalized. It should be left-aligned and bold. No space should be left before it.
Tables, Figures, and Images should be prepared in accordance with the ISNAD 2nd Edition Footnote Citation System.

The reference list should be written with 1.15 line spacing and hanging indentation, excluding the first lines. The indentation should be set to 1.25 cm (hanging).
The references should start on the page following the “Conclusion” section. The article information form should be written right after the references. It should not start on a new page.
