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1. Introduction
This template has been prepared to guide you through the process of submitting your work to our journal. The following subheadings will address, respectively, the writing and formatting rules that must be followed when creating the text.
Before proceeding, it is useful to address anonymity. Manuscripts that pass the initial screening are temporarily stripped of any personal information that could reveal the author’s identity before being sent to reviewers; if the manuscript is accepted for publication, this information is reinserted at the typesetting stage. To facilitate this process, authors are expected to remove any embedded personal metadata from their files. In Microsoft Word, you can do this as follows:
1) Go to File > Info and check the Related People section in the lower right to ensure no personal information about the author(s) remains.
2) If there are personal information, select Check for Issues > Inspect Document.
3) In the dialog box, click Inspect.
4) Under Document Properties and Personal Information, choose Remove All.
2. About Title Format
This section will address the writing and formatting rules you must follow for the headings used in your manuscript.
2.1. Main Title
The main title refers to the title of the study that appears on the first page.
Points to be considered:
· It must be in Calibri (Body), 14 pt.
· It must be bold.
· It must be right-aligned.
· Paragraph spacing should be set to “3 pt before” and “3 pt after”.
2.2. In-Text Headings
In-text headings are the section titles within your manuscript, starting with the Introduction and ending with the Conclusion. The following rules should be observed for in-text headings:
· In-text headings should be left-aligned and indented by 0.5 cm. 
· They should be set in Calibri (Body), 10 pt. 
· They must be bold.
· Paragraph spacing should be set to “3 pt before” and “3 pt after.”
Only for the “1. Introduction” heading, spacing should be “12 pt before” and “3 pt after.” 
You must begin your paragraph directly on the line following a heading without leaving an extra blank line. This rule applies to both main and subheadings, as well as to table/figure titles.
3. About Paragraph Format
The following template rules apply to all paragraphs under in-text headings throughout the manuscript.
Paragraphs should be justified (aligned on both sides) and start with a 0.5 cm indent. 
Paragraphs must be set in Calibri (Body), 10 pt. 
Paragraph spacing should be set to “3 pt before” and “3 pt after.” 
Words or sentences considered important, as well as direct quotations, may be italicized for emphasis. 
When using bullet points in paragraphs, the formatting should be as follows:
· Any desired bullet symbol may be used.
· Under the “list indentation” settings, both the “bullet position” and “text indent” should be set to 1 cm.
· The “follow number with” option should be set to “space”.
4. About Figure and Table Format
This section outlines the important formatting rules for figures and tables included in your study. 
İlk First, table titles must be placed above the table. Additionally, your tables should be formatted according to the examples provided below. Formatting requirements for table titles are as follows: Calibri (Body), 10 pt, centered, with 6 pt spacing before and after. All tables should be set to automatically fit the window. For numerical expressions in the text, tables, and figures, percentage or thousand separators must comply with the rules of the manuscript’s main language(s). 
Text and numbers within the tables should be Calibri (Body), 8 pt, texts are left-aligned, numbers are centered, paragraph spacing 0 pt before and after (no spacing).

The formatting rules for figure captions are the same as for table captions: Calibri (Body), 10 pt, centered, 6 pt spacing before and after. For both tables and figures, any source attributions or explanatory notes must be placed below the item. These texts should follow the in-table text rules: Calibri (Body), 8 pt, left-aligned, 0 pt spacing before and after (no extra spacing).

5. About Direct Quotations
Direct quotations that exceed four lines must be presented as a separate paragraph. These quotations should be set in 9-point, italic, and enclosed in quotation marks; they must also be indented 1 cm from both the left and right margins.
"This text has been created solely to illustrate the application of the rule on direct quotations. It has not been taken from an actual study; it is designed to exemplify the template. It is written to demonstrate the formatting of quotations longer than four lines. Ensuring that quotations comply with academic writing rules increases the credibility of the work" (Surname, 2025).
6. Conclusion
The full text of the manuscripts, including all parts, must contain a minimum of 8,000 and a maximum of 12,000 words.
The references section must begin on a new page immediately following the last page of the main text.

The APA 7 (American Psychological Association, 7th Edition) style guidelines must be strictly followed for both in-text citations and the creation of the reference list.

The reference list must be prepared using Calibri font, 9-point Size, Single line spacing, and 3 pt paragraph spacing (Before/After). The text alignment must be justified, and a 1.25 cm Hanging Indent must be applied.

For in-text citations, “p.” must be used for single pages and “pp.” for page ranges. If the cited work has 3 or more authors, only the surname of the first author followed by “et al.” must be used.

(Smith et al., 2023, p. 45)

The extended summary must begin on a new page immediately following the last page of the references section.
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
